Girl Scouts in Kingfisher Bring The Community Together 

The phrases ñto help people at all timesò and ñto use resources wiselyò are part of the Girl Scout Promise and Law. Troop 714 

in Alva put those words in action during the holiday season by coordinating a toy giveaway and food drive for the community. 

After a discussion on how to reuse resources rather than discarding them, the girls decided to collect gently used toys, games 

and books, and then find a way to get those items to children and families who can use them. The girls then agreed that giving 

away toys in exchange for nonperishable food items would further help people in the community by helping to restock the 

community food bank at Opportunities, Inc. 

Since starting the project in November, the troop has collected and sorted dozens of items, including many from Girl Scout 

families in the area. The girls then hosted a special family event at the Girl Scout Hut in Alva. 

Families were invited in to select the toys and games for their children. The troop then deliv-

ered five boxes and several bags of food items to the local food bank.
